Commonwealth Of Pennsylvania Public Disaster Assistance Grant Program
Application Procedures
After the Governor has proclaimed a disaster emergency for a designated area the following application procedures shall be followed:
Political subdivisions and municipal authorities within the designated area have 60 days from the Governor’s Proclamation to submit a completed grant application to the Pennsylvania Emergency Management Agency (PEMA).

The first page of the application identifies the political subdivision or municipal authority, their location and a primary point-of-contact with the responsibility and authority to act on the behalf of political subdivision or municipal authority.
Page two identifies the program eligible project(s) that the political subdivision or municipal authority is submitting for partial reimbursement.  The project information shall contain a description and location of the project, the costs incurred, including a break down description of these costs and the back-up source documents that support the claim that is being submitted. 
Pages 3-6 can be used to break down and expand on the project costs.
