	7:00 p.m.
	Curious onlookers have swarmed the site.  Some are disrupting ingress and egress.  

S&R teams are assembled to begin operations.  Some are talking among themselves about the condition of the remains—burned pieces of flesh and bone.

	7:25 p.m.
	A temporary morgue is open, with staging just outside the building.  The first of the remains are expected to be removed and logged into the morgue’s identification system within the next hour.  

It is clear that some of the remains will require identification through dental records or DNA.

	7:48 p.m.
	The Team Leader from S&R Team C reports that two sets of remains have been found inside one home.  He requests body bags and immediate removal.  The building will be “red tagged.”

	12:15 a.m.
	S&R Team A relieves S&R Team B.  The Team A Team Leader reports that the team has identified at least 40 sets of remains, but that many will be very difficult to recover.

	6:30 a.m.
	· The Morgue Branch Director contacts the FAC Director to schedule a meeting with all family members at 10 a.m.
