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Commonwealth Of Pennsylvania Public Disaster Assistance Grant Program
After the Governor has proclaimed a disaster emergency for a designated area the following program procedures shall be followed:
The Pennsylvania Emergency Management Agency (PEMA) will notify the designated area(s).
PEMA may conduct informational briefings on grant eligibility in the designated areas.
Political subdivisions and municipal authorities (Applicant) within the designated area(s) have 60 days from the Governor’s proclamation to submit a complete grant application to PEMA.

PEMA has 30 days to determine eligibility and respond back to the applicant.
PEMA writes the grant project worksheet(s), and verifies the applicants adjusted losses.
PEMA generates a Commonwealth/Applicant grant agreement.

Applicants review, sign and return the signed grant project worksheet(s), designation of applicant’s agent, grant agreement and a Pennsylvania electronic payment program enrollment form.
PEMA prepares the applicant invoice and submits to treasury.
